. . . Trip of the Week  

During the weekend of February 14th through February 17th, the 
Seldovia Sea Otters traveled to Houston (not Texas) but a small 
town a few miles north of Wasilla, Alaska followed by a trip to 
Lumen Christi Private School. Though the trip included two nights 
of games, due to Lumen injuries the Lady Sea Otters were only 
able to play one game on the trip against the Houston Hawks. The 
Otter boys however played two games, one on Thursday against the 
Hawks and the second on Friday against the Lumen Christi 
Archangels. 

The game against the Hawks, were difficult for both boys and girls 
Sea Otter teams. After coming off of a tedious six- hour bus ride, 
the team was more than a little out of it! This was the first game 
each team played against a 4A-varsity team. The final scores of 
both games were more than a thirty point spread. After the harsh 
night at Houston, the boys’ team prepared to make a comeback 
against the Archangels. The game on Friday ended with a final 
score 31-67, Sea Otters win. 

The Otter basketball teams will be hosting the Seldovia Invitational 
Tournament this weekend. There are three teams traveling to the 
tourney; the Bristol Bay Angels, the Lumen Christi Archangels, 
and a co-ed team for the girls’ bracket will be taking the place of 
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the injured Lady Archangels. The games will begin at 3:00 p.m. on 
Thursday and Friday the 21st and 22nd, and will begin at 10:00 
a.m. on Saturday the 23rd. The Lady Otters play at 6 o’clock on 
Thursday and Friday, with Otter men immediately following. On 
Saturday the Lady Otters will play at 1 o’clock with the boys 
following at 2:30. Locals, watch for signs about more details. 

On the other end of sports, the junior high volleyball team is still 
undefeated! They played four home games on Friday and Saturday 
against Ninilchik and Nikolaevsk. The tournament consisted of two 
round robins, where each team played the other two teams each 
day. The junior high Sea Otters now have a season record 8-0. 
They will be traveling to Cook Inlet Academy this weekend, to 
play their last game before their small schools tournament, which 
will be their final season games.
